LS cripture Reading

Genesis 12:1 Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee
out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's
house, unto a land that I will shew thee:

2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee,
and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing:

3 And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that
curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

R elating to the Scripture

Abraham is told to leave his home and the security of his
Father’s house, to go to a land that God will show him. He is told
by God that he will be blessed and that he will also become a
blessing to others.

The way to God’s blessing is a way of faith. There are times
when God ask us to do something where we are unable to see the
outcome. Abraham was asked to go, but was not shown where at
the time of departure.
